Tips for your master and covers designs
Preparing your master:

What you give us is what we copy.  Please make sure your master is free of abrasions, does not skip and is exactly the way you want it.

If you need help creating your master:

Your cover designs should be done with our template.  If you have art work in a format such as a jpeg, at least open up our template and make sure your file fits inside the space.

Leave at least ¼ inch from the outside cut lines around any lettering.

When your cover designs are done, submit them as a JPEG and also give us the modified template files still divided into layers so that we may make any modifications that may come up.

Designing your on-disc art:

We have a rally simple and quick technique for designing the art that actually goes on your disc.  It is a good idea to design a disc that is not too intensely covered with ink.  Our disc printing is an inkjet process.  Also, try to avoid leaning heavily on one color.  Balance is good.  Here’’s what we do:
1.) Take the template file for your cover design and link all the layers.

2.)  Open up the disc face template. 
3.)  Drag the elements from your cover into the disc template file.

4.)  Reduce the opacity of your background to 50%.  This creates an faded version of your cover image.  On CDS it makes kind of a holographic look that is very cool.  

5.)  Re-arrange the lettering so that it fits inside the round circle that is the print area of the disc.

6.)  Add any copyright and contact information to the layout.

Here’s an example of a cover design that has been modified to become and on-disc print:
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As you can see, the background has been lightened and the lettering moved around to fit on the disc.

Also, when designing your disc print, don’t make it circular, just leave it square

Don’t knock out the center hole either, as our discs print to the center of the disc.
